This one-day course in London is all about devising theatre, starting with finding the right stimulus to spark off the initial ideas. This leads onto developing the performance style, the story and characters as you fan the flames during the developmental stage.  Finally you need to shape, edit and polish your work - stoking the fire.  

This unique approach has been developed by professional theatre director David Farmer, based on over thirty years of devising, directing and touring theatre.  It will be of benefit to anybody involved in consensual theatre-making, whether it is with children, young people or adults. While the material used during the day will be pitched at the level of the participants, the methods can be easily adapted to suit your material and your performers.

The emphasis will be on a relaxed atmosphere - come with an open mind and you will leave inspired, refreshed and equipped with a new skill set of ideas and approaches. 

Influences on the day include Simon McBurney (Complicite), Phelim McDermott (Improbable Theatre), John Wright (Told by an Idiot), Chris Johnston (The Improvisation Game), Keith Johnstone (Impro), Shon Dale-Jones (Hoipolloi), and Scott Graham and Steven Hoggett (Frantic Assembly).
David Farmer's productions have appeared in the West End, in theatres and schools across the UK, at international festivals and tours of Germany, Norway, Canada and the USA to half a million young people and family audiences.
